conservation, including agronomy, soil science, plant science, forestry, geography,
journalism, agricultural education, environmental science, wildlife or fisheries management,
environmental engineering, and other areas related to conservation.

EVALUATION CRITERIA

1. Academic commitment to a field of conservation.
2. Demonstrated scholastic ability.
3. Involvement in extra curricular activities or volunteer projects related to conservation.
4. Financial Need
